c. the ratio of the number of publications in journals, from the list of journals categorized by the ministry competent for science, in the last ten years and the number of teachers;

d. established cooperation with institutions in the country and the world.

3. Higher education institutions have full-time teachers who meet the criteria to be mentors in the preparation of a doctorate.

5.7. The doctoral dissertation is an independent original scientific work of the doctoral studies student. 
5.8. The procedure for registering, developing and defending a doctoral dissertation is determined by the general act of the independent higher education institution.

5.9. The number of points for doctoral dissertation is entered in the total number of points required for the completion of doctoral studies.

5.10. At least half of the ECTS credits envisaged for the completion of doctoral studies relate to the doctoral dissertation.

5.11. Active teaching consists of at least 25% of lectures. The rest of the lessons are the study research work (SIR), which is divided by 6 in the calculation of teacher load.

5.12. For accreditation of doctoral studies, the higher education institution must ensure accreditation for scientific research work with the relevant accreditation body.

Assessment of students is carried out by continuous monitoring of students' work and based on points earned in pre-examination obligations and the exam. The doctoral dissertation is assessed on the basis of the indicator of its scientific contribution.

	Description (maximum 300 words):

Instructions for applying Standards 8:

8.1. Students master the study program by passing exams, thus earning a certain number of ECTS credits.

8.2. The number of ECTS credits of each course is determined based on the workload of the student during mastering the course, using the previously accepted and unique methodology for all subjects and all the programs of the higher education institution.

8.3. The progress of every student is evaluated once a year and this evaluation is an integral part of the self-evaluation report of the study program.

8.4. The dissertation is the final part of the doctoral studies study program. It is the outcome of an independent scientific research work. The achieved scientific contribution is assessed according to the number of scientific publications, patents or technical improvements. The conditions that need to be met in order to proceed to the defense of a doctoral dissertation are determined within the field, based on papers published or accepted for publication in scientific journals categorized by the ministry competent for science.

8.5. The manner and procedure of preparation and defense of the dissertation is regulated by the general act of a higher education institution, which defines the acceptance of the topic for the dissertation, the assessment of the finished dissertation and the fulfillment of the conditions for a public oral defense.

8.6. A mentor can be any member of the commission for the evaluation and defense of the doctoral dissertation. 

Mathematical sciences

At least one student paper related to the content of a doctoral dissertation, in which that student is the first author, has been published or has been accepted for publishing in a journal with an impact factor from the SCI list or the SCIE list. 
Social-humanistic sciences

At least one student paper related to the content of the doctoral dissertation, in which he is the first author, has been published or accepted for publishing in a journal from a list of journals categorized by the ministry competent for science.

Medical Sciences

At least one student paper related to the content of a doctoral dissertation, in which that student is the first author, has been published or has been accepted for publishing in a journal with an impact factor from the SCI list or the SCIE list. 

Technical-technological sciences

In the field of technical and technological sciences, except in the field of architecture and urban planning, at least one student paper related to the content of a doctoral dissertation, in which that student is the first author, has been published or has been accepted for publishing in a journal with an impact factor from the SCI list, or SCIE list. In the field of architecture and urban planning, at least one student paper related to the content of a doctoral dissertation, in which that student is the first author, has been published in a journal with an impact factor from the SCI list, or SCIE list, or belongs to the categories M24, M51 and SUA1.

Teaching staff with the necessary scientific competence is ensured for carrying out the study program of doctoral studies.


Teaching at the doctoral studies in the field of social sciences can be carried out by a teacher who has achieved at least 12 points in the previous ten years for works in categories: M11; M12; M13; M14; M21; M22; M23; M24; M31; M32; M33; M34 and M51.

	A mentor in doctoral studies in the field of social sciences can be a teacher who has achieved at least 24 points in the past ten years: - at least 4 points for a paper in a journal from the lists of SSCI, ERIH, HEINONLINE and EconLit or in the category M24, and - at least 20 points for papers in categories: M11; M12; M13; M14; M21; M22; M23; M24; M31; M32; M33; M34 and M51. Papers in categories: M31; M32; The M33 and M34 score at most 20% of the required points. In the field of philological sciences, the National Council for Higher Education and the Commission for Accreditation and Quality Assurance determine the specific criteria for assessing the relevance of publications.

Medical Sciences

The competence of teachers is determined on the basis of: scientific papers published in international journals (at least three papers in the past ten years published or accepted for publication in journals with impact factor from the SCI list or SCIE list), scientific papers published in domestic journals, works published in proceedings of international scientific conferences, monographs, patents, textbooks, a new product or significantly enhanced existing product.

A mentor has at least five papers published in the past ten years in journals with an impact factor from the SCI list, or the SCIE list.

Technical-technological sciences

The competence of teachers is determined on the basis of scientific papers published in international journals (at least three papers in the past ten years published or accepted for publishing in the journal with impact factor from the SCI list, or SCIE list), scientific papers published in domestic journals, papers published in proceedings of international scientific conferences, monographs, patents, textbooks, new products or significantly enhanced existing products, new plant varieties, new breeds of livestock and new technologies.

A mentor has at least five papers published in the past ten years in journals with an impact factor from the SCI list, or the SCIE list. In the area of ​​architecture and urban planning, special criteria are applied, in line with the specificity of this area, including professional and art works for areas of architecture and urban planning of international importance (SUA1). Teaching in doctoral studies in the field of architecture and urban planning can be carried out by a teacher who has earned at least 12 points for works in the categories: M11; M12; M13; M14; M21; M22; M23; M24; SUA1, M31; M32; M33; M34 and M51.

A mentor in doctoral studies in the field of architecture and urban planning may be a teacher who has achieved at least 24 points in the past ten years:

· at least 10 points for works in a journal from the SCI list or in the category M24 or SUA1;

· at least 14 points for works in the categories: M11; M12; M13; M14; M21; M22; M23; M24; SUA1; M31; M32; M33; M34 and M51.
Works from category: M31; M32; The M33 and M34 score at most 20% of the required points.

In the evaluation of the results, the Rulebook on the procedure and method of evaluation and quantitative expression of scientific research results of the researchers will be applied in accordance with the Law on Scientific Research.

The institution is obliged to set up a digital repository in which electronic versions of defended doctoral dissertations are permanently stored, together with the report of the commission for the evaluation of the dissertation, the mentor's data and the composition of the commission and the data on the scientific works of the candidates, whose publication was a prerequisite for the defense, and to make all the information publicly available on its official website.

12.2. The institution is obliged to make information on mentors, together with data on their competence and previous mentoring, publicly available on its official website.

	Standard 13: Studies in the foreign languages
The higher education institution may organize a study program of doctoral studies in a foreign language for each field and every educational-scientific field, if it has HR and material resources for teaching in accordance with the standards.

	Description (maximum 300 words):

Instructions for applying Standard 13:

13.1. When teaching is carried out in a world language, teachers and associates must have relevant competences for teaching in that language.

13.2. For teaching in a world language, the institution provides a minimum of 100 library units in that language.

13.3. The institution provides teaching materials and instruction in the language of instruction.

13.4. Services that work with students must be able to provide services in the world language.

13.5. Public documents and administrative documents are issued on a bilingual form, in Serbian language in Cyrillic script and in the language and script in which the program was delivered.

13.6. Students must have satisfactory language competencies in the world language in which the study program is delivered.

13.7. The study program in a world language is accredited as a special study program, if it is delivered only in that language.

13.8. If the study program is accredited for delivery in Serbian and in one world language, in the calculation of teachers 'and associates' load, as well as in determining the required space, the total number of students in both languages ​​is taken into account. Such programs are treated as one study program.

13.9. The institution for accreditation of the study program in Serbian and in a world language ​​shall submit a translation of all standards, of the diploma supplement, a course book and a teacher's book in the world language as well.

	Standard 14: Joint study program

A joint study program (JS-program) is a study program for earning all forms of joint degrees that are organized and carried out by several higher education institutions with the status of a legal entity. Joint study programs shall lead to earning a joint diploma, a double (dual) diploma, or one diploma issued by an institution determined by mutual agreement of the participating institutions.

	Description (maximum 200 words):

Instructions for applying Standard 14:

14.1. JS programs can be organized in one or more fields (IMT study programs). Joint study programs can be conducted by accredited higher education institutions. If some of the higher education institutions are registered in another country, they must be accredited in that country.

14.2. Higher education institutions that organize and carry out a JS-program conclude a contract that regulates all the elements necessary for the execution of the study program.

14.3. Two or more higher education institutions may apply for accreditation of a JS -program if they together ensure that more than 70% of the classes of active teaching in the study program are delivered by full-time teachers. The accreditation material is unique; therefore the accreditation application is submitted jointly by all the involved higher education institutions. The documentation for accreditation should list all the elements that define the participation of each higher education institution in the execution of the study program. 

14.4. The JS programs are carried out in the seats of the accredited higher education institutions, with precise definitions of the parts of the study program delivered in individual HEI seats.

14.5. The competition for enrollment of students in JS -programs is jointly announced by accredited higher education institutions.

14.6. The Diploma and Diploma Supplement are signed by authorized persons of accredited

	Standard 15: IMT study program

IMT study programs are interdisciplinary, multidisciplinary and transdisciplinary study programs, which include content from two or more fields in the same or different fields of science.

	Description (maximum 300 words):

Instructions for applying Standard 15:

15.1. An application for the accreditation of an IMT study program may be submitted by one or more higher education institutions that must have an accreditation certificate.

15.2. Vocational, academic and scientific titles are proposed by the applicant for accreditation of the IMT study program which refers to accreditation.

15.3. In the process of accreditation of the study program, the relevant IMT vocational, academic and / or scientific title, which is determined by the National Council for Higher Education at the proposal of the Conference of the Universities of Serbia and the Conference of the Academies of Vocational Studies of Serbia, shall be formulated. The name thus determined is stated in the decision on accreditation.

15.4. A combination of the whole or of parts of the two most important areas that make up an interdisciplinary program is used when formulating vocational, academic and scientific titles earned by completing an IMT study.

15.5. The two most important areas and their order in the title are determined based on the number of ECTS credits that the given areas carry in the study program.

15.6 The study program is indicated as an IMT study program if each of the two main areas has at least 25% of ECTS subjects in the given area. These two areas should represent at least 70% of the ECTS of the given study program.
