TRANSLATION FROM SERBIAN INTO ENGLISH

Pursuant to the Article 14, paragraph 1 of the Law on Higher Education ("Official
Gazette of the Republic of Serbia", No. 88/17) and Article 43, paragraph 1 of the Law on
Government ("Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia", No. 55/05, 71/05 - correction, 101/07,
65/08, 16/11, 68/12 - US, 72/12, 7/14 - US and 44/14), the Government has issued the following

DECISION
on the Establishment of the National Entity for Accreditation and Quality Assurance in
Higher Education
“Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia", No. 9 dated February 2, 2018

1. The National Entity for Accreditation and Quality Assurance in Higher Education

(hereinafter: the National Entity for Accreditation) is established with a head office in Belgrade,
Bulevar Mihaila Pupina 2.

The National Entity for Accreditation has the status of a legal entity acquired by signing into the
court register.

2. The National Entity for Accreditation performs activities within the scope of accreditation and
quality assurance of higher education institutions and units in their composition, evaluation of
study programs and quality assurance in higher education.

3. Bodies of the National Entity for Accreditation are: Managing Board, Director, Commission
for Accreditation and Quality Assurance (hereinafter: the Accreditation Commission) as well as
professional service which performs administrative and technical tasks.

4. The Managing Board has seven members appointed by the Government, taking into account
gender equality, as follows: one member proposed by the Conference of Universities of Serbia
among the university full professors, one member proposed by the Conference of Academies for
Applied Studies among the professors of applied studies, two members proposed by the
Chamber of Commerce of Serbia, and three members proposed by the ministry responsible for
higher education.

The members of the Managing Board are elected for a period of four years, with the possibility
of one re-election.

A member of the Managing Board cannot be a person elected or appointed to a position in any
state body, autonomous province or local self-government body, to a political party body or to a
higher education institution's authority, or a person who is a member of the National Council,
Accreditation Commission, or a person employed by the National Entity for Accreditation.




A member of the Managing Board is entitled to a compensation for its engagement whose
amount is determined by the Government.

The Managing Board elects the President among its members.
Managing Board:

1) elects and dismisses the Director of the National Entity for Accreditation;

2) elects and dismisses the members of the Accreditation Commission;

3) adopts the annual work program and financial, with the approval of the Government;

4) adopts the Statute and other general acts;

5) directs and supervises the activities of the director;

6) adopts the Code of Ethics and the Code of Conduct for persons working in the National Entity
for Accreditation, the members of the Accreditation Commission and the reviewers;

7) determines the amount of accreditation fees with the Government’s approval;

8) performs other tasks assigned in accordance with the law, the statute and the act on the
establishment of the National Entity for Accreditation.

5. The Director is elected and dismissed by the Managing Board in accordance with the law, on
the basis of public competition, from the rank of university full professors who have experience
in management and quality assurance in higher education.

The director is elected for a period of five years, with the possibility of one re-election.
Director:

1) represents the National Entity for Accreditation;

2) manages the activities and operations of the National Entity for Accreditation;

3) manages the activities of the professional services of the National Entity for Accreditation;

4) decides on the rights, obligations and responsibilities of employees in the National Entity for
Accreditation;

5) adopts the Regulations on internal organization and job classification;

6) implements the decisions of the Managing Board;

7) appoints the reviewers from the list determined by the National Council for Higher Education
on the proposal of the Accreditation Commission;

8) performs other duties in accordance with the law, the Statute and the Decision on the
establishment of the National Entity for Accreditation.



6. The Accreditation Commission has 17 members who are elected by the Managing Board upon
the proposal of the National Council for Higher Education, taking into account gender equality,
as well as the representation of educational - scientific and educational - art fields.

Members of the Accreditation Commission are elected for a period of five years.

Members of the Accreditation Commission are entitled to a compensation for their engagement

determined by the Managing Board of the National Entity for Accreditation, with the
Government’s approval.

The Accreditation Commission shall elect the President from among its members.
The Accreditation Commission shall adopt the Rules of Procedure.

The Accreditation Commission:

1) decides on the application for accreditation and conducts the procedure of accreditation of
institutions and study programs in the field of higher education;

2) makes a report on initial accreditation in the procedure for issuing a work license;
3) conducts the external quality assurance procedure;

4) takes care of the harmonization of the application of standards and procedures in the field of
accreditation, within the European Higher Education Area;

5) performs other tasks in accordance with the Statute of the National Entity for Accreditation.

7. The funds for initial activities of the National Entity for Accreditation are provided by the
founder.

The National Entity for Accreditation is financed by the revenue acquired through the fees for
accreditation and quality assurance of higher education institutions and units in their

composition, evaluation of study programs and quality assurance in higher education and other
incomes in accordance with the law.

8. The premises for the activities of the National Entity for Accreditation shall be provided by
the founder, in accordance with the law.

9. Until the election of the Director in accordance with section 1 of this Decision, his/her duties
shall be performed by the Acting Director.

Ms. Jelena Kocovic, PhD is appointed as an Acting Director.

10. The registration of the National Entity for Accreditation in the Court Register shall be
performed by the Acting Director within 15 days from the day this Decision enters into force.



11. The Government shall appoint a Managing Board within 15 days from the date of
registration of the National Entity for Accreditation in the Court Register.

12. The Managing Board shall hold a constitutive session to adopt the Statute no later than 30
days after the appointment of the members of the Managing Board.

13. The Managing Board shall initiate the procedure for the election of the Director of the

National Entity for Accreditation within 30 days from the date of appointment of the Managing
Board.

14. The Managing Board shall initiate the procedure for the election of members of the
Accreditation Commission in accordance with the law within 45 days from the date of
appointment of the members of the Managing Board.

15. Until the election of the members of the Accreditation Commission in accordance with the
law, the Accreditation Commission elected in accordance with the Law on Higher Education
("Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia" No. 76/05, 100/07 - authentic interpretation, 97/08,
44 /10, 93/12, 89/13, 99/14, 45/15 - authentic interpretation, 68/15, 87/16 and 88/17 - other
law), will carry out only technical activities.

16. On the day of commencement of activities, the National Entity for Accreditation shall
assume the rights, obligations, objects, equipment, means of work and archive material of the
Commission for accreditation and quality assurance elected in accordance with the Law on
Higher Education ("Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia" No. 76/05, 100/07 - authentic
interpretation, 97/08, 44/10, 93/12, 89/13, 99/14, 45/15 - authentic interpretation, 68/15, 87/16
and 88/17 - other law).

17. This Decision shall enter into force on the eighth day following its publication in the
"Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia".
