	Standard 1: Structure of the study program

The study program has elements defined by law (which are detailed in the relevant standards)

Instructions for applying standard 1:

1.1 Each study program must have the following elements:

a. name and goals of the study program;

b. type of study and outcome of the learning process in accordance with the law defining the national qualifications framework:

c. a vocational, academic, scientific or artistic name;

d. conditions for enrollment in the study program;

e. a list of compulsory and elective study areas, or subjects, with a framework content;

f. the way the studies are conducted and the time needed for the performance of certain types of studies;

g. the scoring value of each subject expressed in accordance with the European Credit Transfer and Accumulation System (ESPB);

h. the scores of final work at basic, specialist and master academic studies, i.e. doctoral dissertation or doctoral art project expressed in ECTS credits;

i. preconditions for enrollment in certain subjects or groups of objects;

j. the way of selecting subjects from other study programs;

k. conditions for transfering from other study programs within the same or related fields of study; 
l. other issues of relevance to the conducting of the study program 

1.2. The scope of the study is expressed by the number of ECTS credits.

a. Basic vocational studies have 180 ECTS credits.

b. Specialist vocational studies have at least 60 ECTS credits.

c. Master vocational studies have at least 120 ECTS credits when the first degree of the first study vocational studies of at least 180 ECTS credits has been previously enrolled.

d. Basic academic studies have between 180 and 240 ECTS credits.

e. Master academic studies have at least 60 ECTS credits when a total of 240 ECTS credits have been earned in the previous academic studies, and at least 120 ECTS credits when at least 180 ECTS credits have been earned in the basic academic studies.

f. Study programs of academic studies can be organized in the framework of basic and master academic studies.

g. Specialist academic studies have at least 60 ECTS credits when Master Academic Studies have been completed previously.

h. Doctoral studies have at least 180 ECTS credits when at least 300 ECTS credits have been earned in basic academic and master academic studies.

i. Study programs of academic studies in medical sciences can be organized in the framework of basic and master academic studies, with a total volume of up to 360 ECTS credits.

j. A short study program can be conducted in the range of 30 - 60 ECTS credits

k. Minor amendments to the study program, for which a higher education institution has been granted a work permit, are not considered a new study program and are conducted in accordance with the Law, Article 52.

The minor changes in the SP are those which do not fundamentally change the structure of study programs, which ensure the quality and unimpeded delivery of the study program. For example: change of individual units; change of literature; introduction of new elective subjects; new teachers engaged, if there is a need for the team on an annual basis; choice in higher titles.

2.3 The purpose of the realization of the study program must be clearly and unequivocally formulated.

3.1 The objectives of the study program include achieving competencies and academic skills as well as methods for acquiring them. Goals can also include the development of creative abilities and mastering the specific practical skills needed to perform the profession.

3.2 The objectives of the study program are in accordance with the basic tasks and objectives of the higher education institution in which the program is conducted.

3.3 The goals of conducting the study program must be clearly and unequivocally formulated.

3.4 The objectives are harmonized with the requirements of a particular area and labor market, economic development and defined qualification framework.

4.1 By mastering the study program, the student acquires the following general abilities:

- analysis, synthesis and forecasting of solutions and consequences:

- development of communication skills, as well as cooperation with a narrower social and international environment;

- professional ethics

4.2 By mastering the study program, the student acquires the following subject-specific abilities:

- linking basic knowledge from different fields and their application;

Curriculum of the study program contains a list and structure of compulsory and elective subjects and modules and their description. The basic choice of artistic studies is embedded in the main subject.

Instructions for applying Standard 5:

5.1 The curriculum includes the structure of schedule of courses and modules by semesters, trimesters or blocks, the active teaching hours fund and ECTS credits.

5.2 Forms of teaching whose scope is expressed by a number of classes are counted as "active teaching"

5.3 For the purpose of uniform student load, the number of ECTS credits per semester must be 30, and 20 per trimester, with a tolerance of 20%.

5.4 The study program of basic studies, master studies or integrated studies must be distinguished from other relevant study programs by at least 35% of the total number of ECTS credits, with 35% of these being active subjects from a set of vocational-applicative, scientific-professional art subjects.

5.5 A study program with modules must have a common base of at least 25% of the total number of ECTS credits.

5.6 Description of the course contains the title, type of subject, year and semester of studies, ECTS credits, teacher's name, goal of the course with expected outcomes, knowledge and competences, requirements for attending the subject, content of the subject, recommended literature, methods of teaching, ratings and other data.

5.7 In the structure of the study program in basic academic studies, apart from the field of art, the following groups of subjects are represented in relation to the total number of ECTS credits:

- academic-general education - about 15%,

- theoretical-methodological - about 20%,

- scientific or artistic-vocational - about 35% and

- vocational-applicative - about 30%.

5.8 In the structure of the study program in basic vocational studies, apart from the field of art, the following groups of subjects are represented in relation to the total number of ECTS credits:

- academic-general education - about 15%,

- vocational - about 40% and

- vocational -applicative - about 45%.

 5.9 In the structure of the study program in master academic studies, except for the field of art,

  the following groups of cases are represented in relation to the total number of ECTS credits:

- science and vocational-applicative - about 70%,

- general education and theoretical-methodological - about 30%.

5.10 In the structure of the study program in master vocational studies, except for the field of art,

  the following groups of subjects are represented in relation to the total number of ECTS credits:

- vocational and vocational-applicative - about 90% and

- general education - about 10%.

5.11 In the structure of the study program in specialist academic studies, apart from the field of art, the following groups of subjects are represented in relation to the total number of ECTS credits:

- science and vocational-applicative - about 70%,

- general education and theoretical-methodological - about 30%.

5.12 In the structure of the study program in specialist vocational studies, apart from the field of art, the following groups of subjects are represented in relation to the total number of ECTS credits:

- vocational and vocational-applicative - about 90%,

- general education - about 10%.

5.13 In the structure of the study program in integrated academic studies, apart from the field of art, the following groups of subjects are represented in relation to the total number of ECTS credits:

- science and vocational-applicative - about 70%,

- general education and theoretical-methodological - about 30%.

5.14 In the structure of the study program, elective subjects are represented with at least 20%, except for the field of medicine in relation to the total number of ECTS credits in basic studies and at least 30% in relation to the total number of ECTS credits in master studies. The list of elective subjects should carry at least twice the number of subjects in relation to the number of subjects to be chosen.

5.15 An integral part of the curriculum of the master vocational studies study program is a professional practice of at least 180 hours, or 90 hours per year, which is carried out in business organizations or public institutions.

5.16 The final work in master vocational studies is a project in which a practical problem is solved.

5.17. Final work is required at all levels of study and in all study programs.

5.18. At both levels of study in all years, active classes must be covered by at least 600 classes per year or 20 classes per week, and at most by 900 classes per year or 30 classes per week. Thereof:

- at the first level of studies, of the 600 classes 50% to 60% are lectures, and the rest are exercises and other forms of active teaching.

- in the second level of studies lasting more than one year, in the first year of studies of the 600 classes, 50% to 60% are lectures, and the rest are exercises and other forms of active teaching.

- in the final year of the second level of studies and integrated studies, at most 50% is study research work, that is, applied research work, and the rest are lectures, exercises and other forms of active teaching.

- Active teaching lessons in study and applied research work are divided into two levels at the second level in the calculation of teacher load.

Natural-mathematical sciences

In the last year of the first and second level, they have a vocational practice of 90 hours and 3 ECTS credits, and in integrated studies of 90 hours and 3 ECTS credits in the fourth and fifth year of study.

Technical-technological sciences 

An integral part of the curriculum of the study programs for basic and master studies in the field of technical and technological sciences the vocational practice and practical work for is least 90 hours, which is carried out in relevant scientific research institutions, in organizations for performing innovation activities, in organizations for providing infrastructure support to innovative activities, in companies and public institutions.

In the field of biotechnical sciences, in the field of agriculture and forestry, during the basic studies students have work practice of at least 90 hours, production practice lasting at least 90 hours and technology-organizational practice of at least 90

hours.

Humanities

In the last year of the first and second level, the vocational practice is 90 hours and 3 ECTS credits, and in integrated studies it is 90 hours and 3 ECTS credits in the fourth and fifth year of study.

Medical Sciences 

The curriculum of a study program for academic studies in the relevant scientific fields within the educational science field of medical sciences must have compulsory common bases and opportunities for special study modules, if it is envisaged that the curriculum has them. Special study modules should be in subjects directly related to medicine, whether laboratory or clinical, biological or behavioral, research-oriented or descriptive. Curriculum of the study program should have at least 10% of elective subjects.

Arts

In the structure of the study program in basic academic studies in the field of art, the following groups of subjects are represented in relation to the total number of ECTS credits:

- art and theoretical-art groups of subjects - about 80%, with art groups of subjects being represented with at least 50%

- other groups of subjects - about 20%. 

In the structure of the study program on basic vocational studies in the field of art, the following groups of subjects are represented in relation to the total number of ECTS credits:

- art and theoretical-art groups of subjects - about 50%,

- vocational-applicative group of subjects - about 30%,

- other groups of subjects - about 20%.

In the structure of the study program in master academic studies in the field of art, the following groups of subjects are represented in relation to the total number of ECTS credits:

- art and theoretical-art groups of subjects - about 70%, with art groups of subjects represented by at least 50%

- other groups of subjects - about 30%.

In the structure of the study program in master arts studies in the field of art, the following groups of subjects are represented in relation to the total number of ECTS credits:

- art and theoretical-art groups of subjects - about 45%,

- vocational-applicative group of subjects - about 45%,

- other groups of subjects - about 10%.

In the structure of the study program, elective subjects, in relation to the total number of ECTS credits, are: 

- at least 20% in basic studies,

- at least 30%,in master studies 

- at least 25% in the integrated studies.

Duration and conducting of pedagogical practice

Higher education institutions that carry out pedagogical study programs must provide pedagogical practice in the second, third and fourth year of studies of at least 90 hours per year. In the fifth year of study, the pedagogical practice is 180 hours and 6 ECTS credits. Pedagogical practices are carried out in pedagogical institutions.

For higher education institutions that do not have pedagogical education within the study programs, and whose graduates would be teachers of vocational subjects in secondary schools, must, in accordance with the Law on the Foundations of the System of Education, have education in psychological, pedagogical and methodical disciplines acquired at a higher education institution during the course of studies or after graduation, of at least 30 ECTS credits and 6 ECTS credits of practice in pedagogical institutions.

	Standard 6: Quality, contemporary character and international conformity of the study program
The study program is in line with contemporary global trends and the state of science and arts in the appropriate educational, scientific and artistic field and is comparable to similar programs in foreign higher education institutions, and especially within the European educational area.

	Description (maximum 300 words):

Instructions for applying Standard 6:

6.1 The study program offers students the latest scientific, artistic and vocational knowledge in the relevant field

6.2 The study program is comprehensive and is in line with other programs of the higher education institution.

6.3 The study program is in line with at least three accredited programs of foreign higher education institutions, of which at least two are from higher education institutions of the European educational area.

6.4 The study program is formally and structurally harmonized with the defined subject-specific accreditation standards.

6.5 The study program has been harmonized with European standards regarding enrollment conditions, duration of studies, conditions of transition to the next year, acquisition of diploma and study methods and program comparability.

Medical Sciences

Integrated academic studies of the first and second degree (medical studies) for the academic and professional title "Doctor of Medicine" last 6 years or 5,500 hours of theoretical and practical teaching, independent work of students and practice in health institutions in accordance with the Directive 2005/36/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council of Europe of 7 September 2005 on the recognition of professional qualifications in the part relating to medical doctors.

Training for a nurse in accordance with the same Directive shall have at least 4,600 hours of theoretical and clinical training in full time during at least three years of vocational education or vocational studies, which can be expressed in an appropriate number of ECTS credits. The duration of the theoretical training referred to in paragraph 2 of this Article represents at least one third, and the duration of clinical training is at least one half of the minimum duration of training.

The duration of the theoretical training referred to in paragraph 2 of this Article represents at least one third, and the duration of clinical training is at least one half of the minimum duration of training.

The purpose of Directive 93/16 of the European Council is to facilitate the free movement of medical workers by mutual recognition of the primary and specialist qualifications of the EEA national (European Economic Area).

The higher education institution, in accordance with social needs and its resources, enrolls students to the appropriate study program based on the success in previous education and checking their knowledge, preferences and abilities.

Instructions for applying Standard 7:

7.1 The number of students enrolled in the appropriate study program is determined based on the available spatial and HR capabilities of the higher education institution

7.2. The type of knowledge, preferences and abilities that are tested at enrollment correspond to the nature of the study program and the manner of this testing corresponds to the character of the study program and are published in the competition.

	Standard 8: Evaluation and progress of students

Student evaluation is carried out by continuous monitoring of students' work and based on the points gained in fulfilling the pre-examination obligations and by taking the exam.

	Description (maximum 500 words):

Instructions for applying Standards 8:

8.1 The student completes the study program by passing the exam, thus earning a certain number of ECTS credits, in accordance with the study program.

8.2 Each individual subject in the program carries a certain number of ECTS credits that a student earns when passing the exam successfully.

8.3 The number of ECTS credits is determined based on the workload of a student in mastering a particular subject and applying the unique methodology of a higher education institution for a particular study program.

8.4 Student's success in mastering a particular subject is continuously monitored during classes and expressed by points. The maximum number of points a student can earn in a subject is 100.

8.5 The student earns points in a subject through the work during lessons and by fulfilling the pre-examination obligations and taking the exam. The minimum number of points a student can achieve by completing pre-examination obligations is 30 and the maximum is 70.  

8.6 Each subject from a study program has a clear and published method of earning points. The way of earning points during the course of teaching includes the number of points a student earns on the basis of each individual type of activity during the course of teaching or by fulfilling the pre-examination obligations and taking the exam.

8.7 Student's overall success in the subject is expressed by grades 5 (failed) to 10 (excellent). The student's assessment is based on the total number of points that a student has earned by fulfilling the pre-examination obligations and taking the exam according to the quality of the acquired knowledge and skills.

	Standard 9: Teaching staff

Educational staff is provided with the necessary scientific, artistic and professional qualifications for conducting the study program.

	Description (maximum 200 words):

Instructions for applying Standard 9:

9.1 The number of teachers corresponds to the needs of the study program and depends on the number of subjects and the number of classes in these subjects. The total number of teachers must be sufficient to cover the total number of classes in the study program, so that teachers make an average of up to 180 classes of active teaching (lectures, consultations, exercises, practical work and field work) annually, or up to 6 hours per week with tolerance of 20%. A teacher who is emgaged in several higher education institutions has active teaching in each institution in proportion to the percentage of engagement from the prescribed maximum of 12 classes, but his total engagement may not exceed 12 classes of active teaching per week in all higher education institutions in the Republic of Serbia. A part-time teacher who performs a lesser part of the job outside higher education can actively pursue active teaching at a given institution per week in proportion to the percentage of engagement from the prescribed maximum of 12 hours.

9.2 A part-time teacher who performs most of his working hours outside higher education, that is, a teacher engaged under an extra work contract, can weekly deliver active teaching in the institution for a maximum of 4 classes a week. If the teacher holds the exercises, it is counted that the two exercises correspond to one lesson in the class, except in the field of art. A subject in distance studies burdens the teacher / associate with 50% of the workload compared to studying in a classical way.

9.3 Of the total number of active lectures in the study program, at least 70% are taught by full-time teachers, and for study programs in the field of art, this number may not be less than 50%. At least 80% of the total number of full-time teachers must have teaching titles in the following categories: lecturer, senior lecturer, professor of vocational studies, assistant professor, associate professor and full professor, teacher of foreign language, teacher of skills. Teachers in the title of assistant professor, associate professor and full professor can teach in all types of studies.

9.4 Teachers in the title of lecturer, senior lecturer or professor of vocational studies may only teach in vocational studies. All master teachers must have Ph.D. degrees in master studies, except in the field of art.

9.5 Lecturer without an Employment Contract who has acquired a higher education of at least master academic studies may participate in a part of active teaching, including lectures and exercises at the first and second level of studies, up to one third of the classes per course during the semester. Also, in the field of Medical Sciences, the higher education institution may, at the proposal of an expert body, engage a person with a first degree degree and a minimum of completed medical specialization from a narrowly scientific field of subject for which they are selected and who has the necessary knowledge and skills in the appropriate field and demonstrates a sense for teaching, to teach in a part of active teaching, including lectures and exercises, at the first degree of studies up to one third of classes per course during the semester, as a part-time professor of vocational studies. Lecturer out of work can be engaged exclusively on professional-applicative subjects.

9.6 Professor emeritus can participate in all forms of teaching at second and third level academic studies, be a member of the commission for the preparation of proposals for the selection of university teachers and participate in scientific research work. The total number of teachers emeritus engaged in teaching may not be more than 3% of the total number of university teachers.

9.7 A researcher selected in a scientific title in the manner and in accordance with the procedure prescribed by the law regulating scientific research activity, may participate in the delivery of all forms of teaching in master and doctoral academic studies, be a mentor and member of commissions in the process of drafting and defending final works in master studies and doctoral studies, be a member of the commission for preparing proposals for the selection of teachers and associates of universities and participate in scientific research work.

9.8 If the person from the previous paragraph does not have a working relationship in the higher education institution where the program is being conducted, the institution concludes a contract on teaching engagement with them. 

9.9 A visiting professor, from another independent higher education institution, who participates in the study program, is counted as a teacher in an extra work relationship.

9.10 Full-time teacher deliver at least 50% of lectures from subjects belonging to the following key categories: scientific and vocational-applicative in basic, master and specialist academic studies, that is, vocational and vocational-applicative in basic, master and specialist vocational studies; artistic, theoretical-artistic and voocational-applicative in basic and specialist academic, or basic, master and specialist vocational studies in the field of art, artistic and theoretical-art at master academic studies in the field of art.

9.11 Scientific, artistic and vocational qualifications of the teaching staff correspond to the educational-scientific, respectively educational-artistic field and the level of their duties. The teacher must have at least five references from the narrower scientific, artistic or vocational field which he teaches in the study program.

9.12 The number of associates corresponds to the needs of the study program and depends on the number of subjects and the number of classes in these subjects. The total number of associates in the study program must be sufficient to cover the total number of lessons in this program, so that associates achieve an average of up to 300 classes of active teaching per year, or up to 10 classes per week with 20% tolerance, except in the field of art. Engagement per associate may not exceed 16 classes of active teaching per week in all higher education institutions in Serbia.

9.13 The titles of associates are: teaching associate, assistant and assistant with a doctorate. Titles of associates teaching in the course of study programs within the framework of educational and artistic field of art are: artistic associate, senior artistic associate, independent artistic associate, expert associate, senior expert associate and an independent expert associate. The titles of associates teaching in foreign language study programs are: lector and a senior lector.

9.14 A teaching assistant in first-level studies in academic studies may be a master of academic studies or specialist academic studies who has completed first-degree studies with an average grade of at least eight (8).

9.15 Exceptionally, a teaching assistant in vocational studies of the first degree may participate teaching if they are a master of vocational studies or specialist vocational studies and first-level studies completed an average grade of at least eight (8).

9.16 A teaching associate may have a higher education of the first degree, a total average grade of at least eight (8) and at least nine (9) in the group of subjects for which they are elected, if master academic studies are not envisaged in that field.

9.17 An assistant may be a Ph.D. student who has completed a previous degree with an average grade of at least eight (8) and demonstrates a sense for teaching work. An assistant can be chosen if he is a Master of Science, that is, a Master of Arts, with an acceprted subject for the doctoral dissertation theme, or doctoral art project.

9.18. Exceptionally, a person who has completed the appropriate medical specialization may be selected to be a teaching assistant in clinical subjects.

9.19 An assistant from an art field may be a person with an academic title of Master of Arts and has works of art that show independent artistic creativity, if no doctoral studies are envisaged in the artistic area for which they are elected.

9.20 An assistant from an art field may be a person who has completed academic studies of the first degree and has works of art that show a sense of independent artistic creativity if, in the artistic area for which they are elected, master academic or doctoral studies are not envisaged.

9.21 Assistant with a doctorate is a person who has acquired the scientific title of a doctor of science, or the artistic title of a doctor of arts.

9.22 An associate without the Employment Contract (demonstrator, etc.) engaged for teaching assistance may be a person in first-degree, second-degree or third-degree studies, provided that they have earned at least 120 ECTS credits with a total average grade of at least eight (8) in first-degree studies.

9.23 A person employed at an institution where part of the practical lessons are carried out may be selected to be an associate (assistant practitioner, clinical assistant, etc.) for the part of practical lessons that is carried out outside a higher education institution.

9.24 The holders of subjects employed in a higher education institution are responsible for ensuring the quality of teaching delivered by teachers without Employment Contracts.

9.25 Information on teachers and associates (work biography, job titles, references) must be made available to the public.

The consent of the higher education institution for the work of teaching staff in another higher education institution for the purposes of accreditation. The consent should include the name of the study programs and subjects for which the approval and the accreditation burden is given as follows: in the institution that gives the consent, in the institutions where the consent has already been given, and the institution requesting the consent. A Declaration of an employee confirming the information given in the consent should also be attached to the consent.

Consents to the accreditation for the work of teaching staff engaged on other bases (extra work ...) from all higher education institutions where the employee has a working relationship. The consent should include the name of the study programs and subjects for which the approval and the accreditation burden is given as follows: in the institution that gives the consent, in the institutions where the consent has already been given, and the institution requesting the consent. A Declaration of an employee confirming the information given in the consent should also be attached to the consent. 
All the burdens of the teaching staff listed in the consent should be entered in the columns of the electronic form for the study program: O - Active teaching classes in other HEIs in Serbia and S - The name of the other HEI in Serbia where the teacher is engaged.

The total burden of teachers in Serbia, which should not exceed 12 classes of active teaching, will be checked by CAQA. For teaching staff who have signed the Declaration confirming the information given in the consent, and the check establishes that their load is greater than 12 classes, the Serbian MESTD will be notified, and CAQA will take the measures the teacher or associate. At the same time, CAQA will inform the Institution about this; the Institution is obliged to submit the corrected documentation within 15 days.
Natural-mathematical sciences

Teaching is organized with up to 80 students in the group for lectures in basic studies, up to 25 students in the group for exercises and up to 15 students in the group for laboratory exercises, with a tolerance of 10%. In master studies, teaching is organized with up to 25 students in a group for lectures, up to 15 students in a group for exercises and up to 10 students in a group for laboratory exercises, with a tolerance of 10%. The teacher must have at least five representative references in the educational-scientific field in which he/she is delivering lectures in the study program, which include: monographs, books, review articles, scientific and professional papers, textbook, exercise book or book of problems, patents and software solutions. 

Humanities 

For the quality performance of study programs in the field of social sciences, it is necessary to meet the norms regarding the number of students per teaching group, so that:

• the size of the group for lectures in basic studies in general education and theoretical-methodological subjects is up to 300 students with a tolerance of 10%, and for scientific-vocational and vocational-applicative up to 200 students, with a tolerance of 10%;

• the size of the group for exercises in basic studies in general education and theoretical-methodological subjects is up to 70 students, with a tolerance of 10%, and for scientific-vocational, vocational and vocational -applicative is up to 50 students, with a tolerance of 10%;

• group size for lectures in master studies is up to 50 students, with a tolerance of 10%;

• exercise group size in master studies is up to 25 students, with a tolerance of 10%.

The competence of teachers is determined on the basis of scientific papers published in international journals, domestic journals, papers published in proceedings from international scientific conferences, monographs, patents and textbooks.

Technical-technological sciences

For the quality of the study programs of basic and master academic studies in the field of technical and technological sciences it is necessary for the higher education institution to meet the norms regarding the number of students per teaching group. For basic studies the size of the group for lectures is up to 180 students, of groups for exercises is up to 60 students and of groups for laboratory exercises is up to 20 students, all with a tolerance of 10%. For quality delvery of master study programs, the size of the lecture group is up to 32 students, groups for exercises are up to 16 students and groups for laboratory exercises are up to 8 students, all with a tolerance of 10%.

Representative references of teaching staff in technical-technological sciences are: scientific and professional papers published in international and domestic journals, papers published in scientific and professional collections, monographs, textbooks, review article, collection of problems, exercise book, patents, new products or essentially improved existing products, new plant species, new livestock breed and new technology.

Medical Sciences

The total number of teachers must be sufficient to cover the total number of lessons in study programs that the higher education institution conducts, so that the teacher achieves an average of up to 180 classes per year, or 6 classes per week, with a tolerance of 20%. The maximum engagement per teacher can not be greater than 12 classes per week. The number of classes involves the engagement of teachers in all accredited study programs.

The maximum number of students in a group for practical teaching in pre-clinical subjects is 15, and in clinical subjects it is 7. The maximum number of students in the group for theoretical education is 80, with a tolerance of 10%.

The scientific capacity of teachers and associates is evaluated in accordance with the regulations governing education and scientific activity.

Arts

Teaching in higher education institutions in the field of art is performed as:

• individual;

• group;

• collective.

The organization of teaching is based on all three methods of teaching, depending on the type and nature of the subject.

The group size for group classes, depending on the type and nature of the subject, is from 2 to 20

students.

Collective classes are organized for a group of up to 300 students.

The maximum engagement per teacher can not be more than 12 contact classes per week, and per associate of 15 classes per week.

Representative references for the educational and artistic field of music are:

• works of art in the field of music (compositions) performed at concerts in the country and abroad,

• artistic works in the field of music performed at festivals in the country and abroad - soloists at a concert (work performed as a whole) with a symphony or chamber orchestra, soloists in vocal and instrumental parts, full-length concert, recital, role in an opera;

• concerts and opera performances in the country and abroad (performing activities);

• concerts and opera performances at festivals in the country and abroad;

• Master courses, seminars, workshops, public lectures in the country and abroad;

• participation in music competitions in the country and abroad,

• participation in the work of a jury in music competitions of national and international character;

• awards and recognitions for artistic work;

• published theoretical books or textbooks in the country and abroad (books and professional periodicals), published CD (with a review).

Representative references for the educational and artistic field of drama and audiovisual art are:

• Public performance of artwork in regular public performance;

• Public performance of works of art in events and festivals;

• commercial realization of the artwork;

• participation or running of special art courses, seminars or master workshops in the country and abroad;

• Participation in the work of a jury at domestic and foreign festivals;

• awards and recognitions for artistic work in the country and abroad;

• published theoretical books or textbooks in the country and abroad (books and professional periodicals).

Representative references for educational and artistic areas of fine arts and applied arts and design are:

• Public exhibiting of works of art in solo exhibitions;

• Public exhibiting of artwork in collective jury exhibitions and events;

• commercial realization of the artwork;

• participation or running of special art courses, seminars or master workshops in the country and abroad;

• Participation in domestic or international art competitions;

• Participation in the work of jury in domestic and foreign exhibitions, competitions and events;

• awards and recognitions for art work in the country and abroad;

• published theoretical books or textbooks in the country and abroad (books and professional periodicals).

	Standard 10: Organizational and material resources

For the execution of the study program, relevant  HR, spatial, technical and technological, library and other resources are provided that are relevant  to the character of the study program and the number of students enrolled.

	Description (no more than 100 words):

Instructions for applying Standard 10:

10.1 For conducting a study program, a higher education institution provides adequate space for teaching, facilities with at least 4 m2 of gross surface area per student and 2 m2 for teaching lessons in shifts, except in the field of art. The above surface area is calculated as the ratio of the total gross surface area and the total number of accredited students in the institution in all study programs and in all years.  

10.2 In case an institution leases space, the lease contract must be signed for a period of at least 7 years and it must include a description of the building.

10.3 Higher education institution has amphitheaters, classrooms, laboratories or similar rooms for teaching, library and reading room, in accordance with the needs of the study program, suitable for particular educational, scientific or educational-artistic fields. The higher education institution provides a place in the amphitheater, classrooms and laboratories for each student in the study program.

10.4 Higher education institution provides all the necessary technical equipment for a modern teaching process.

10.5 The higher education institution provides a space that must be accessible to students and professors, as well as other academic and non-academic staff with difficulties in mobility, in accordance with the Rulebook on technical accessibility standards and the principle of universal design. ("Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia", No.46 / 2013)?

10.6 The library has at least 100 library units relevant for conducting the study program of the higher education institution.

10.7 The higher education institution shall ensure that all subjects are covered by appropriate textbooks, teaching aids available on time and in sufficient numbers for the normal course of the teaching process of this study program.

10.8 The necessary IT is provided for the implementation of the study program.

10.9 In order to carry out the study program of Master Academic Studies, except in the field of art, a higher education institution shall prove the fulfillment of conditions for carrying out scientific research work by accreditation as a scientific research institution, in accordance with the law.

Natural-mathematical sciences

For the educational-scientific field of natural-mathematical sciences, additional laboratory space for performing experimental teaching, conditions for teaching in the field and other conditions in accordance with the needs of the study program and the number of students in subjects in which experimental teaching is conducted.

Technical-technological sciences

In order to carry out study programs, appropriate teaching-scientific bases must be provided, both own and in the commercial sector.

The own educational-scientific bases are: teaching laboratories, scientific and research-development laboratories, technical centers and other scientific, research and development and innovation units within the higher education institution. 

Teaching-scientific bases in the commercial sector are: institutes, centers of exceptional values, organizations for carrying out innovation activities, organizations for providing infrastructure support to innovation activities and enterprises for production of food, intermediate goods, equipment and services. The teaching bases are equipped with the necessary measuring, demonstration, computer and information and communication equipment for carrying out teaching activities of experimental, demonstration and simulation character in all subjects within groups of scientific and vocational-applicative subjects.

In the field of biotechnical sciences, appropriate experimental farms must be ensured, either owned or leased, with total area of ​​at least 100 ha of arable land on which different plant species are produced and cultivating different breeds of livestock, nursery and seed production, using modern technologies supported by quality machinery according to the requirements of study programs. In the field of forestry, appropriate experimental land, either owned or leased, with a total area of ​​at least 1,000 ha of land on which different types of forest stands are grown, production of seeds and nursery material using modern technology, supported by quality machinery. The content on the experimental land corresponds to the requirements of the study programs that are conducted in the higher education institution.

Higher education institutions that are not in biotechnical sciences and that have study programs in agriculture and forestry have minimal professional practice as well as higher education institutions in biotechnical sciences. For agricultural programs, a higher education institution must have at least 50 hectares of arable land, and in forestry, it must have minimum 500 ha under forest stands. This also applies to higher education institutions in biotechnical sciences and higher education units without the status of a legal entity outside the seat of the institution, which enrolls up to 200 students in the first year of study.

Medical Sciences

Laboratories, ie teaching bases for conducting practical classes in pre-clinical subjects with capacity and size, correspond to the number of students enrolled and the specifics of the studies and teaching subjects, so that the capacity is sufficient for a minimum of 20% of the total number of enrolled students.

Clinical training of students requires links between universities, i.e. medical faculties with clinics as partners in medical education.

Clinical bases and clinical teaching facilities must cover the relevant clinical subjects of the study program. Higher education institution that is in the educational-scientific field of medical sciences concludes cooperation agreements that define the responsibilities of each party with each clinic it uses as a teaching base.

Arts

For conducting the study program, adequate space for teaching with at least 5 m2 of gross space per student is provided.

For the study program, special spaces are needed depending on the specifics of the art field: workshops, laboratories, exhibition space, concert hall, tone and opera studio, theater room, movie projection room, film and TV studio, etc.

To carry out the study program, the necessary equipment for modern teaching is provided, depending on the specificity of the artistic field.

A higher education institution may organize a study program in a world language for each field and every educational and scientific field and educational and art field if it has HR and material resources that enable the teaching content to be carried out in accordance with the standards.

Instructions for applying Standard 12:

12.1. When teaching is carried out in a world language, teachers and associates must have relevant competences for teaching in that language.

12.2. For teaching in a world language, the institution provides a minimum of 100 library units in that language.

12.3. The institution provides teaching materials and instruction in the language of instruction.

12.4. Services that work with students must be able to provide services in the world language.

12.5. Public documents and administrative documents are issued on a bilingual form, in Serbian language in Cyrillic script and in the language and script in which the program was delivered.

12.6. Students must have satisfactory language competencies in the world language in which the study program is delivered.

12.7. The study program in a world language is accredited as a special study program, if it is delivered only in that language.

12.8. If the study program is accredited for delivery in Serbian and in one world language, in the calculation of teachers 'and associates' load, as well as in determining the required space, the total number of students in both languages ​​is taken into account. Such programs are treated as one study program.

12.9. The institution for accreditation of the study program in Serbian and in a world language ​​shall submit a translation of all standards, of the diploma supplement, a course book and a teacher's book in the world language as well.

	Standard 13: Joint study program

A joint study program (JS-program) is a study program for earning all forms of joint degrees that are organized and carried out by several higher education institutions with the status of a legal entity. Joint study programs shall lead to earning a joint diploma, a double (dual) diploma, or a single diploma issued by an institution determined by mutual agreement of the participating institutions.

	Description (maximum 300 words):

Instructions for applying Standard 13:

Conducting Joint Study Programs

13.1 JS programs can be organized in one or more fields (IMT study programs) at all levels and for both types of higher education studies. Joint study programs can be conducted by accredited higher education institutions.

13.2. If some of the higher education institutions are registered in another country, they must be accredited in that country.

13.3 Higher education institutions that organize and conduct a JS-Program conclude a contract regulating all the elements necessary for conducting the study program.

13.4 The competent authorities adopt a Document for carrying out a joint study program or an IMT program at the University level, defining all elements that ensure the fulfillment of the appropriate standards for the implementation of the JS study program. It includes the Decisions on adopting a document by the professional bodies of the HEU.

The basic elements of the document content are:

· Information on the study program proving the fulfillment of the standard and

· Specifics

Specifics include:

1. Engaging personnel, material and spatial resources of each HEU in particular.

2. Report from the electronic form for the SP in general and for each HEU separately.

3. Location of SP delivery, by time and by parts of SP.

4. Obligations of each HEU in the process of delivering the SP (from the competition to the award of the diploma).

5. Sources of financing and covering costs.

13.5 Institutions that are jointly accredited for the delivery of the JS-Program, jointly submit the material for accreditation of the JS-Program, the higher education institutions that have the status of a legal entity and a license for work issued by the Ministry of Education of Serbia.

Request for accreditation of higher education institutions 

13.3 Two or more higher education institutions may submit an application for accreditation of the JS-Program if they ensure together that more than 70% of active teaching classes of in the study program, and more than 50% of active teaching classes in study programs in the field of arts, are delivered by full-time teachers. The accreditation material is unique, so that the accreditation application is submitted jointly by all the involved higher education institutions. The documentation for accreditation should list all the elements that define the participation of each higher education institution in the conducting of the study program.

Location of the delivery of the JS program 

13.4 JS programs are delivered in the seat of the accredited higher education institutions, with precise definitions of study program parts that are delivered in individual headquarters.

13.5 Higher education institutions, within one or more study levels, may accredit more than one JS-program, whereby they are required to indicate for each program the number of students who enroll and document the fulfillment of the standard.

13.6 The certification for accreditation of the JS program provides all the necessary elements that define the participation of each higher education institution in meeting the standards and in conducting the study program.

Competition, Diploma and Diploma Supplement

13.5 The Competition for enrollment of students in the JS-programs is jointly announced by accredited higher education institutions.

13.6 Diploma and Diploma Supplement shall be signed by the authorized persons of accredited higher education institutions participating in the conducting of the JS-program in the case of a joint diploma, or persons authorized to sign a double diploma, or an authorized person of the institution that, according to the agreement of the participants in the program, issues one diploma.

13.7 Diploma and Diploma Supplement shall be issued on the prescribed form in the Serbian language in Cyrillic script, in the language of the joint program organizer and in the English language.

13.8 When teaching is delivered in the language of a national minority, or in one of the world languages, public documents shall be issued on a bilingual form, in the Serbian language in a Cyrillic script and in the language and script in which the lesson is delivered.

	Standard 14: IMT (interdisciplinary, multidisciplinary and transdisciplinary) study program

IMT study programs include interdisciplinary, multidisciplinary and transdisciplinary study programs that cover their subject matter from two or more areas from the same or different fields.

IMT study programs can be organized as part of studies of all three levels and both types of higher education.

	Description (maximum 300 words):

Instructions for applying Standard 15:

Levels and types of studies

14.1 An application for the accreditation of an IMT study program may be submitted by one or more higher education institutions that must have an accreditation certificate.

Applicants

14.2 An application for the accreditation of an IMT study program may be submitted by one or more independent higher education institutions that must have an accreditation certificate. If a higher education institution is registered in another country, it must have an adequate accreditation. Application for accreditation can be submitted by: a Faculty; a University; a High School. A higher education institution can accredit several IMT study programs within one or more study levels, whereby it is required to indicate the number of students enrolling in each program.

Teaching staff

14.3. The faculty, university or high school with the status of a legal entity independently submit accreditation application if they provide more than 70% of the competent teaching staff required for carrying out a study program, with full-time employment in the higher education institution.

14.4. In case the IMT program is carried out in the framework of international cooperation, the applicant must provide at least 50% of the competent teaching staff required for carrying out the study program, if the remaining 20% ​​is covered by visiting professors from accredited foreign universities. 

Carrying out IMT studu program through a higher education unit within the university

14.5. Conducting the IMT SP within the HEU must be defined in the Statute of the University. If the university is not integrated, it signs an agreement with higher education institutions within the university whose resources are used for conducting a study program, which defines the mutual rights and obligations of the HEU and these institutions.

14.6. In the documentation submitted for accreditation, evidence is provided of the fulfillment of all standards, and in particular the total engagement of teachers, including engaging in already accredited study programs in the country in accordance with the relevant standard. The consent of the teaching-scientific council of higher education institutions (faculties) with the status of legal entities for engaging their HR, material, spatial and other resources is also enclosed.

The diploma and Diploma Supplement shall be signed by the head of the reevant higher education unit (president of the corresponding IMT Expert Council) and the rector of the University.

Conducting the IMT studies by several higher education institutions

14.7. Total staff coverage in the sum of all HEUs must be 70%; The accreditation material is unique; The application for accreditation is signed and submitted by all higher education institutions.

A study program is an IMT SP if each of the two main areas carries at least 25% ESPB subjects from the given area. These two areas should represent at least 70% of the ESPB credits of a given study program.

Compliance with standards

14.8. Each study program is accredited separately and as such it should meet the foreseen standards, whereby it is necessary to ensure compliance with the standards based on the remaining available resources (HR, material and spatial) that are not engaged in other study programs that are accredited or are in the process of accreditation. The number of students in the group corresponds to the number of students in the area where this number is minimal.

14.9. Competent teaching staff from other higher education institutions may also take part in the conducting of the study program, provided that the approval of the Teaching and Scientific Council of the parent institution, indicating the type, scope and time of engagement in the specific IMT study program.

Vocational, academic and scientific titles

14.10. Vocational, academic and scientific titles are proposed by the applicant for accreditation of the IMT study program, which refers to accreditation (from the valid list of titles). In the process of accreditation of the study program, the adequate IMT vocational, academic and / or scientific title is defined, which is determined by the National Council for Higher Education. Thus determined title is stated in the decision on accreditation.

14.11. When formulating vocational, academic and scientific titles acquired by completing the IMT study, a combination of the whole or parts of the two most important areas that make up an interdisciplinary program is used.

The two most important areas and their order in the title are determined:

• based on the relative volume of the teaching content of the given areas

• based on the number of ECTS credits that the given areas carry in the study program

In addition to the diploma, a higher education institution may, if necessary, add to IMT with vocational academic and scientific titles ad additional determination of the given title, after a dash.

	Standard 15: Distance learning 
A study program based on distance learning methods and technologies is supported by resources that ensure the quality of a study program. A higher education institution may organize a distance study program for each subject and any educational, scientific and educational-art field, if teaching content, supported by available resources, can be well-received through distance studies and provided the same level of knowledge of graduated students, the same learning efficiency and the same rank (quality) of the diploma are achieved, as is the case of the usual way of conducting the study program.

	Description (maximum 300 words):

Instructions for applying Standards 15:

 The program

15.1. A distance learning program can be accredited only if the higher education institution has an accredited study program under the same title that is carried out in a classical manner at the seat of the institution.

The process of teaching and communication

15.2. The content of the study program course is conceived in a contemporary way and adapted to distance learning with the indicated time required for consultation (according to the schedule).

15.3. The online distance learning is carried out in defined time slots according to the established and published schedule.

A distance learning package

15.4. In terms of quality, content and volume, the teaching material fully corresponds to the goals of education, curriculum, and course programs and it is adapted to independent mastering of the necessary knowledge.

15.5. The Rulebook on Conducting Distance Learning Studies provides continuous improvement of learning materials.

 15.6. The instructional guidelines provided by the higher education institution contain specific suggestions and suggestions regarding the student learning strategy and independent knowledge test.

15.7. The higher education institution is obliged to ensure the use of adequate media and technologies that correspond to the nature of the program, as well as appropriate training and expert support for teachers and associates.

Equivalence of quality of the diploma of the classical learning and the distance learning system

15.8. The distance learning program can be organized for each area and every educational, scientific and educational-art field if the content can be well-received in distance learning and if it provides the same learning outcomes, study efficiency and qualification level, as the classical way of conducting of the study program.

15.9. The method of work, the teaching staff and the ICT platform for distance learning provide the same quality of the diploma as in the case of classical learning.

15.10. As with classic mode of studies, the study program is formally and structurally aligned with at least three accredited programs of foreign higher education institutions, of which at least two are from European educational institutions.

Enrollment

15.11. Student enrollment in distance learning programs is carried out according to the same criteria that apply to study programs that are conducted in a classical way.

15.12. The number of first year students for whom the distance learning program is accredited can not exceed 40% of the number of students in the same program that is conducted in a classical way. 

15.13. Students enrolled in distance learning have the flexibility to continue their studies to a relevant program that is conducted in a classical way and vice versa, in the manner and under the conditions defined by the regulations of the higher education institution.

Evaluation and progress of students

15.14. The Student Knowledge Support Subsystem is integrated into the distant learning management system and supports the security function for identifying students, teachers and associates, as well as different forms of learning and testing knowledge (consultations, self-exams, testing, reports, exams), thus gaining appropriate competencies.

15.15. The security of establishing student identity for testing is ensured.

15.16. Student control and evaluation are carried out by various forms of pre-examination tests and by the final exam, under the same conditions as in classical way of learning.

15.17. The exam is taken in the seat of the higher education institution, that is, in the facilities listed in the license for the work of the higher education institution.

Teaching staff

15.18. The higher education institution has qualified and competent teaching staff for conducting a study program that is carried out as distance learning. Teachers are responsible for writing the teaching materials, pre-examination tests and final exams, as well as for harmonizing all activities in mastering the required knowledge.

15.19. All teachers and associates who participate in the study program are experienced in preparing materials for distance learning, or they had appropriate training, with adequate certificates as preconditions for competence in distance work.

15.20. One teacher covers up to three subjects per semester. Consultations with students are carried out by teachers or associates. One teacher or associate can conduct consultations with up to 80 students in one semester. In calculating the minimum number and burden of teachers and associates inthe DLS study program, the following approach is used:

a. teacher load is determined from the electronic form at the level of one group of students, with 50% of the load they would have in the case of classical method of teaching.

b. the minimum number of teachers required for the DLS study program is determined as in the case of classical method of teaching for one group, with the minimum number of teachers load with 50% of the load for a classical method of teaching (3 classes per week).

c. the minimum number of associates is determined by dividing the product of the number of subjects in the semester (which has a bigger number of subjects) and the number of students with the maximum number of students per associate (80).

d. the workload of associates for DLS consultations (interactive work with the students) is calculated on the basis of the number of students that have DLS consultations, with the load for work with 16 students equivalent to a load of one cass of active teaching per week (up to a total maximum load of 5 classes per week).

e. in case that a teacher is engaged to perform DLS consultations, the effective teacher load is, as in classical method of teaching, half the workload of the associate for work with the same number of students.

15.21. The required number of teachers and associates in permanent employment is 70% of the minimum number of teachers and associates required for conducting the study program. The total required number of teachers and associates is determined as in the classical method of conducting studies. The higher education institution must state the burden for each subject by the following categories: lecture and other forms of teaching (interactive work - load of teachers / associates on realization of forums, tests, seminar papers, etc.). The modified electronic form is to be filled out in the same way as in the case of classical classes for one group of students, but instead of engaging associate teachers in exercises and other forms of teaching through joint classes, here the teachers and associates are joined by an adequate number of students for DLS consultations.

15.22. There is a responsible teacher - the manager of a study program that is conducted by distance learning.

Resources (equipment, library and space)

15.23. Higher education institution provides equipment and ICT for the establishment and maintenance of two-way teacher-student communication in order to conduct distance learning activities (parts of teaching, consulting, self-examination, knowledge testing in the context of pre-exam obligations, projects, seminar papers, etc.). In the framework of the management system for distance learning, the higher education institution must provide:

a. one owned or leased integrated computer platform with DLS (Distance Learning System), with specialized software for accommodating and distributing multimedia teaching content intended for  independent adoption (text, audio and video information) and for full management of the learning process;

b. Different forms of teaching: public broadcasting of a scheduled learning event (broadcasting of lectures or discussions of teachers / experts live or previously recorded and prepared video), delivery of lectures and multimedia teaching materials from the server and consultations for guided and informally through discussion forums ;

c. a unique user interface that supports multiple categories of users, including students, teachers and administrators;

d. the obligation to record the time spent by the student in studying the teaching materials and checking and evaluating students by tests, with the support and control of a specialized software package;

e. high reliability of the system through the adequate system of access control and content protection;

f. defining the authority for uploading materials by teachers and associates, administrative staff and students;

g. communication of teachers and associates with students involving the use of e-mail, discussion forums and real-time discussions;

h. checking and evaluating students at a distance (self-exams, pre-examination, reporting, exam);

i. recording access to the system by all users.

15.24. The infrastructure of the distance learning system must be designed and maintained to ensure the confidentiality and integrity of the data, or the continuity of the teaching process.

15.25. The higher education institution provides access to its own or to other relevant libraries, and in particular to organizations that specialize in the delivery of electronic textbooks and other educational and scientific publications.

15.26. The higher education institution has a space that, by size and conditions, ensures a normal course of the final exam, the work of administrative staff and accommodation and work on maintaining an integrated computer platform to support distance learning.

15.27. A higher education institution conducting a study program through distance learning should have an organizational unit (department / center) for distance learning.

Quality control of distance studies and maintenance of the system

15.28. The higher education institution issues a rulebook on conducting distance studies, which defines all elements that guarantee the appropriate level of quality through:

a. respect for adequate working standards, primarily in the field of education (organization of work and methodological aspect of studies), as well as in the field of information technology (e-learning);

b. quality control by the competent entity;

c. continuous improvement of study quality, as well as of 

d. systematized work post in the institution for maintaining the infrastructure of the distance learning system.

	Standard 16: Studies in units without a legal person outside the seat of the institution
A higher education institution may organize a study program in a unit without the status of a legal person outside the seat of the institution, if it is supported by the available resources and if the same level of knowledge of graduated students is provided, the same efficiency of study and the same grade (quality) of the diploma as in conducting the study program in the seat.

	Description (maximum 300 words):

Instructions for applying Standards 16:

 16.1. The institution is obliged to regulate the procedure of establishment of a higher education unit, enrollment of students and conducting of study programs by the statute of the institution as the founder.

16.2. Institutions carrying out study programs in higher education units outside its seat must be accredited by the Commission for Accreditation and Quality Assurance.

16.3. Higher education unit without the status of a legal person outside the institution's seat, may carry out study programs that are accredited only for that unit.

Teaching staff

16.4. Teaching staff engaged in a higher education unit is employed in an institution that conducts study programs outside its seat. The number of teachers and associates must comply with applicable standards.

16.5. When calculating the load of teaching staff, students in a higher education unit are calculated as new groups for lectures and exercises according to applicable standards and for a particular field. To calculate the load of teachers and associates, use the electronic form for the program in a unit outside the seat, which is then included in the unified electronic form for the institution.

Non-teaching staff 

16.6. The non-teaching staff engaged in the higher education unit work provides for a successful delivery of the study programs and achieving goals of the higher education institution with their professional work.

16.7. The non-teaching staff engaged in a higher education unit is employed by the institution that runs study programs outside its seat. Their number must be in accordance with applicable standards.

Students 

16.8. Students in a higher education unit with no legal personality must be represented in the Student Parliament, the Quality Commission and other student bodies, as well as in the bodies of the institution's management, in accordance with the Law on Higher Education and the Statute of the institution.

Space and equipment

16.9. The higher education institution provides the space and equipment necessary for the quality delivery of all forms of teaching in the unit outside the seat. Standards of space and equipment are determined by the educational-scientific or educational-artistic field.

Library, textbooks and IT support

16.10 The higher education institution shall provide the unit with an appropriate library equipped with necessary textbooks and information resources and services it uses in achieving the goals.
