1. [bookmark: _Toc6560827]Basic information about process of external evaluation of quality of the higher education institutions
The process of external evaluation of the higher education institution shall be conducted by the Commission for the Accreditation on a regular basis in the fourth year of accreditation cycle, and it shall be extraordinary conducted on the request of Ministry or National Council.
The report on conducted external control of quality of the higher education institution, Commission for Accreditation submits to the higher education institution and to the applicant for the external control.
The aim of external control of quality of the higher education institution is to help the institution to improve quality in accordance with standards of the European area of higher education and to inform the public about quality of the institution.
Process of external control of quality is consisted of the following phases: (1) self-assessment, preparation of the report on self-assessment and all attachments in accordance with the Regulations on standards and procedure for accreditation of higher education institutions, (2) visit of the Peer review panel of the higher institution, (3) preparation of the report of the Peer review panel and its adoption, (4) monitoring of activities of the higher education in order to improve quality.
If the higher education institution does not fulfil obligations regarding quality, Commission for accreditation defines in the report measures which the higher education institution should undertake to correct determined deficiencies and additional monitoring in the period of six months from the date of delivery of the report.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Commission for accreditation enacts the final report on external control and assurance of quality of the higher education institution, in the period of 30 days from the expiration of the due date.
The report to which the higher institution has not filed an objection in the period of 30 days, as well as the report which Commission adopts after the period of six months (in further text: final report), shall be published on the official website of the National Entity for Accreditation and Assurance in Higher Education of Serbia. 
If the final report is negative, National Entity for Accreditation and Assurance in Higher Education of Serbia, in the period of 30 days from the date of publication of the final report, enacts an act on subtraction of accreditation of study programme, i.e. accreditation of the higher education institution.
